Check all clearances before, during and after installation. Warning: check the fitment of all parts before
painting!

Disconnect the plug from the front headlamp. Carefully dismount the headlamp.

Unscrew 2 nuts of the steering bar. Put the fairing bracket under 2 nuts and screw them back like shown
on the figure below
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Mount the headlamp back; connect the wiring plug in to the headlamp. Adjust the headlight level at this
stage.

For Softail Low Rider S FXLRS models replace the original headlight holder with the included one, use
original bolting,

Mount the fairing using one M6x20 screw and the washer in top position and two M6x16 with nuts and
washers in lower positions and the installation is complete.

After the installation test the lights and make a test drive to be sure everything is working perfectly.

NOTE:

e Installation of this kit requires detailed knowledge of the motorcycle model and mechanics. Itis
assumed that the installer has access to the proper tools and a working knowledge of them and
factory service manuals.

o Before the painting the parts first you have to put those on the motorcycle and make sure that
everything is adjusted and fits perfectly. Killer Custom will not be responsible for any fitment
issues after paint.
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
